The Bermuda Triangle, also known as the Devil’s Triangle, is a TK-size stretch of the 
Atlantic Ocean between Miami, Bermuda, and Puerto Rico.

At 350 feet deep and sheltered by steep limestone, this TK-size body of water holds 
a dark secret.  Lake Toplitz is believed to contain the valuables looted by the Nazis 
from the Jews during the Second World War. Hitler first used the lake to test under-
water missiles in 1942. Just after the war, the Nazis allegedly discarded millions of 
dollars worth of stolen items to later retrieve—though nothing has ever been found.

Marfa, Texas        32° 20’N, 64° 45’W

For two days tk number of months, Marfa lights, or ghost lights, form a glowing blan-
ket over the Texas sky: basketball-sized orbs, hovering at about shoulder height, 
flashing like nightclub strobes. Scientists say the lights, first documented in 1883, are 
caused by a potent punch of static electricity and swamp gas, but nothing has been 
proven. The lights can be seen today, two or three at a time, from a viewing area 
on Interstate 90.

Fodder for conspiracy nuts and X-File fans, Area 51 is ground zero for the nation’s 
most secretive military developments since the F-117 stealth spy planes built there 
in the 1950s. It’s also the alleged hot spot for highly classified extraterrestrial crash-
landings since a purported alien was brought there after a “space vehicle” was 
found in Roswell, New Mexico in 1947. Over the past few decades, several for-
mer Area 51 workers have tried to sue the government, claiming toxic exposure to 
materials while working on the base, but have been thwarted by repeated presi-
dential exemptions allowing the Air Force to keep its operations hush-hush.  
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
